• Aluminium & Steel - Cans, tins, clean foil, aerosol cans. 

• Liquid Paperboard - Milk, juice and laundry detergent cartons.

WHAT CAN BE RECYCLED IN DOWERIN? 
 
Don’t forget that we have the Recycling Shed which is an amazing, purpose built facility located at the northern end of 
Stewart Street (opposite CBH). The money that is made from all the recyclables that are delivered there is put back into the 
community and the shcool. So there is no excuse for not taking your clean recyclables to the Recycle Shed and helping out  
 
Milk Bottles / Plastic Bottles: Can be left in bins located on East Street at the Dowerin District High School or at the 
Dowerin Recycling Centre. 
SPECIAL CONDITIONS: Must have tops removed (rings around lids okay to leave on). 
 
Glass 
Recycling bins at the school or Recycling Centre. 
SPECIAL CONDITIONS: Bottles and jars only – tops removed.  No plate glass, window glass etc. 
 
Cans 
Aluminium cans can be dropped off at Dowerin District High School in the wool packs on East Street. The Dowerin 
Recycling Shed also accepts them. 
 
Mobile Phones 
Envelopes available at the Community Resource Centre.  
 
Ink Cartridges 
Drop in Planet Ark box at the Community Resource Centre. 
 
 
P&C Monthly Kerbside Paper Collection 
The P&C Kerb side collection is on the first Sunday of each month. Please place separately bundled newspapers, 
despatch’s, phonebooks and cardboard out on the verge prior to 9am for collection. All money collected from this recycling 
goes back to the P&C and the Dowerin District High School.  
 

Newspaper 
Please place your newspapers on the kerb, tied in bundles, prior to 9am for collection by the P & C Committee.  
SPECIAL CONDITIONS: Keep papers flat (not folded in half), tie with string (available from  Shire  office) and please 
remove any glossy magazines. Paper will not be collected if it is wet. Rural Residents can leave tied bundles at the rear 
of the Shire Admin office (in front of Community Bus).  
 
Despatch  
Will be collected with Kerb collection but must be bundled separately to newspapers. 
 
Phone Books 
Will be collected with kerb collection but must be kept separate to newspapers and Despatch. 
 
Cardboard 
Will be collected with the newspaper kerb collection. 
SPECIAL CONDITIONS: Cartons need to be flattened. Bulk cardboard (from businesses etc can be delivered to the 
Recycling Centre and placed in the cardboard cages in the yard outside.
